Western Heritage Museum—

Works Employees Asked to
Relay Memories of the Past

Remember when Omaha's Union Station was the
hub of transportation in this area and 10,000
passengers flocked into the station each day to
catch a train or greet a visitor?

If you have memories of Omaha's Union Station
during the heyday of railway travel, Western Heri-
tage Museum (which has been housed in Union Sta-
tion since 1975) would like to hear from you!

The museum is planning a celebration of the
60th anniversary of the 1931 opening of Omaha's
Union Station. The day-long anniversary party
will be held Saturday, May 18 at the museum.

The event will include a re-enactment of the
dedication of the building in 1931; special pro-
grams about the building itself and about rail-
roading; tours of the building, and the recreation
of the atmosphere of Union Station when the arri-
vals and departures of up to 65 trains a day were
announced. The day will be complete with birthday
cake and special treats at the Soda Fountain.

""'So many people have fond memories of Omaha's
Union Station,' said Phillip C. Kwiatkowski, exec-
utive director. '"We're asking people to share
these memories with us to commemorate this 60th
anniversary. Letters will be displayed in the
museum on May 18th."

Memories of Union Station should be sent to
Western Heritage Museum, Development Department,
801 South 10th Street, Omaha, NE 68108. Letters
should be no more than one page in length.

The station was built from May 9, 1929 to
January 15, 1931 by Peter Kiewit and Sons. The
architect, Gilbert Stanley Underwood, was given
free reign on the design of the building. On the
day of the building's dedication in 1931, more
than 50,000 people passed through its doors.

For the next forty years, the Union Station
was a flurry of activity. Passenger service
ceased on May 2, 1971. The Union Pacific Railroad
donated the building to the City of Omaha in April
of 1973 and Western Heritage Society was formed
six months later and has operated the museum ever
since.

Vincent House Project Winding

The Telephone Pioneers of the Cornhusker
Chapter have been working on a remodeling project
at the Vincent House located at 613 North 17th St.,
just north of the downtown area. The Pioneers
began working on the project on January 12 and have
been working every Saturday since then.

""The project has been a real challenge', says
Chapter Administrator Bob Miller. "The building
was constructed in the 1890's and has been remodel-
ed many times. The walls are all the old lath and
plaster, so when you start working on them there is
no good stopping place', he said. The project will
be completed sometime this month after the carpet
arrives and has been installed.

The Vincent House houses an average of over
30 residents each day. It is the only facility in
Omaha that will take in homeless families. Most of
the residents are mothers will small children.

Over 1,000 volunteer hours have been donated
so far by the Pioneers.
